   As of 10/15/2014 there have been 

8,973 cases of Ebola in West Africa, 

three cases in Texas and NO cases in 

North Carolina. In West Africa, the 

number of cases is doubling approxi-

mately every 20 days. 

   Extensive guidance has been provided 

by the CDC and the NC DPH to Health 

Departments, healthcare providers, 

hospitals, EMS and laboratories on eval-

uation of patients with recent interna-

tional travel and on management of sus-

pected cases. 

   The NC State Laboratory of Public 

Health is ready to conduct testing for 

Ebola. Testing is not instantaneous. 

From the time of receipt, it can take 

six hours to test a single specimen and 

up to 24 hours for multiple specimens.

  From mid - August to Oct. 14, 

2014 a total of 691 people from 

46 states were confirmed to 

have respiratory illness caused 

by EV-D68. Fourteen cases of 

EV-D68 have been confirmed in 

North Carolina and all were in 

children less than 10 years of 

age with respiratory illness. 

Health professionals should 

consider EV-D68 as a cause of 

severe respiratory illness and 

also evaluate and report to the 

state any patients less than 21 

years of age with sudden onset 

of limb weakness and an MRI 

showing spinal cord lesions.
